Ruth Boogert 

Wintercomfort for the Homeless 

www.wintercomfort.org.uk 

The food4food community café 

offers a lunch option with a 

difference. As well as promoting 

affordable, freshly made food 

the café, run by local charity 

wintercomfort for the homeless 

also provides job skills training 

for people with experience of 

homelessness.  The café 

operates at St Andrewõs Hall 

and was officially opened by the 

Mayor of Cambridge Councillor 

Ian Nimmo-Smith and the Right 

Revered Stephen Conway, 

Bishop of Ely in October. The  

launch event included a buffet 

lunch and a cake baked by three 

of the projectõs trainees, who 

told the guests a little bit about 

the circumstances which had 

brought them to wintercomfort. 

The charity works year round 

to provide support to people 

who are homeless, or at risk of 

homelessness in Cambridge. 

The day centre on Victoria 

Avenue offers a range of 

support, from ensuring that 

basic welfare needs are met, 

through programmes of learning 

and personal development, and 

ultimately to opportunities for 

participation in workplace 

training projects such as the 

café and our sister project 

food4food catering, which 

delivers quality buffets to 

food4food @ St Andrewõs Hall 
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CCA exists to support facilities 

and promote activities in Ches-

terton and is delighted to be the 

publisher of this newsletter and 

to be part of the editorial team.  

So what have we been up to 

recently? We continue to work 

with Friends of Milton Road 

Library to secure its long-term 

future.

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Mamunur Rashid, whom I 

interviewed for our newsletter, is 

somebody who believes in the 

importance of community. Since 

1998, when he came to the UK 

from Bangladesh, he has been 

involved in òcommunity worksó. In 

May 2006, he was instrumental in 

setting up the Boishaki Cultural 

Associa t ion ,  a  non-prof i t 

organization, which promotes the 

culture of Bangladesh and 

organizes social and cultural 

activities for the Bangladeshi 

community in Cambridge. òIt is 

good,ó he says, òfor people to get 

together in a social atmosphere.ó 

The Association organizes days 

out for its members such as a trip 

to the seaside at Brighton and 

other interesting places. It also has 

an educational role, focusing on 

continuing education among the 

Bangladeshi community. Mamunur 

has always had an interest in 

education and has been a 

voluntary teacher of  the 

Bangladeshi language to children 

for two years.     

The Boishaki Cultural Association 

also makes some of the culture of 

Bangladesh available to Cambridge 

as a whole. Since the inception of 

the Chesterton Festival, the 

Association has taken part by 

playing traditional folk songs from 

Bangladesh as one of the Arena 

acts. òBangladeshi folk music,ó says 

Mamunur, òis nice music.ó  The 

folk songs of Bangladesh are many 

òdifferent types of songs.ó The 20-

minute concert at the Festival was 

a chance to òintroduce the music 

to the wider community.ó 

Mamunur thought that the Festival 

was òa good place to be involved 

in the communityó, and a valuable 

opportunity for the different 

communities in Cambridge to 

work together. He tells me that 

the Association òis just beginningó 

and that òamong the Bangladeshi 

community, anyone can be a 

member.ó  

Mamunur Rashidõs main focus is 

on working within the Bangladeshi 

Cambridge community and 

promoting Bangladeshi culture in 

the city. He was also involved 

recently in raising funds for the 

victims of the Sidr disaster. For a 

job he has been a taxi driver in 

Cambridge for the last 8 year and 

he likes òthe job for its flexibility,ó 

giving him the chance to develop 

his community work. Mamunur is 

a l so  a  Ca mbr idg e  news 

correspondent for the community 

channel, channel S.   

He describes Bangladesh as a 

òhospitableó place and it was 

there, when growing up, that he 

first became aware of the 

importance of a strong, supportive 

community life.  He sees the 

Boishakhi Cultural Association as 

playing a supportive role in the 

Bangladeshi community in 

Cambridge. He is also an 

Executive member of Omar 

Faruque Mosque & Cultural 

Centre, and a former Executive 

member of Bongo Poribar 

Association: òI enjoy working with 

the community, I believe that we 

need to work together.ó
