1. Please fill in this form regardless of your situation.  For example,

· even if you currently give by covenant

· even if you currently give through the free-will offering envelopes

· even if you currently give by standing order

please complete the form.  If you do not want to increase your commitment, just write down what you are currently contributing.  The idea is to gather in one place all the information about planned giving.

2. If you do not want to give anything, please say so in Step 1, so that we know not to trouble you again.
